Jesus Teaches 

   His Disciples to

Bible Passage: Matthew 6:5-13

One day Jesus told his disciples how to pray. Jesus told them to not be like the hypocrites who shout 

their prayers to God-they just want attention. He also warned the disciples not to pray using words 

that don’t make any sense. Jesus said to pray to God somewhere quiet and alone. He taught the disci-

ples a special prayer that shows how we can pray today: “Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your 

name, your kingdom come, your will be done on earth as it is in heaven. Give us today our daily bread. 

Forgive us our debts, as we also have forgiven our debtors. And lead us not into temptation,  

but deliver us from the evil one.”

Prayer Ups and Downs On small slips of paper 
that can be rolled up and put inside balloons, 
have each family member write or draw a prayer 
request or note of rejoicing. Place one prayer slip 
inside each balloon. Inflate the balloons and tie 
them. Have fun bouncing the balloons in the air. Use the time to remind 
everyone that our prayers go “up” to God. God’s answers then come 
“down.” Ask family members to pop their own balloons and pray what they 
wrote or drew. God hears all of our prayers and answers them all!

Make up  
   motions if it helps you remember the words.
