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 When Jesus began telling people that he was going to suffer and die, Peter spoke 

out against it. Knowing that Satan was the source of Peter’s wrong thinking, Jesus said, 

“Get behind me, Satan!” Peter didn’t want Jesus to die, but Jesus knew he had to…for us. 

 So if you want to follow Jesus and be committed to him, Jesus tells you exactly what 

you need to do. He said to take up your cross and follow him. Be proud of following Jesus! 

Key Verse: “I am not ashamed of the gospel, because it is the power of God for the 

salvation of everyone who believes: first for the Jew, then for the Gentile”  (Romans 1:16).

Bible Point: Commit to follow Jesus.
