Song Leader

You may want to recruit a song leader who can lead your children in a powerful
worship experience. Give the DVD to the song leader, and let him or her know
which songs will be sung each week and what discussion he or she is responsible
for.

Preschool Leader

You may decide to keep all the children together during the entire worship time or
to separate the preschoolers and elementary students during Let’s Learn the Point!
If you decide to separate preschoolers for this section, recruit a preschool leader,
and make sure there’s a room where the preschoolers can meet.

Staffing for Your Children’s Church Size

If your children’s church is made up of 30 or fewer children, you'll be able to run
an effective children’s church program with two leaders—one to present material
or lead worship songs, the other to gather supplies and help children with their
individual needs.

If you have more than 30 children in your children’s group, we suggest that you
use a small-group format, which we call Praise Crews, for discussions. Using Praise
Crews will change both the number of volunteers and the kind of volunteers you'll
need (see margin box). Each Praise Crew will need a responsible teenager or an
adult helper to build relationships and help with individual needs.

Involving Older Children

If you have older elementary children or preteens who want to be involved in
children’s church, consider forming a children’s worship team. It's a great way

to help children learn to serve, and you'll find that many children are eager to
participate on a worship team. Hold regular rehearsals to help the worship-team
children learn the song lyrics and motions. Be sure to rotate children into the
worship team often so that many children get a chance to learn how to serve.

Bible Background for Leaders

Luke 6:43-45

In his references to good and bad trees in this passage,
Jesus is obviously drawing an analogy to the fruit that people
bear. Notice that the distinction is not between healthy
apple trees and diseased apple trees. It is between fruit trees
and thorns or briars; it is the kind of tree that makes the
difference. Many kinds of trees look good but don't produce
fruit. So it is with people. Jesus seems to be saying that a
person who is not really a servant of God, no matter how
good he or she seems to be, cannot possibly produce fruit
for him. Conversely, someone who really is God’s servant will
automatically produce fruit.

In Luke 6:45, Jesus expounds on the principle he
introduced in the tree metaphor. What comes out of us
through our speech and behavior flows from what is within.
If what is inside us is good and God-honoring, our lives will
honor God. If what is inside us is evil, our lives will not honor
God. No matter how hard we try to make good impressions,
no one will be fooled for long if our hearts are deceitful.

Devotion for Leaders

Why We Worship for Leaders

The Bible tells us that God intends for his people to grow in faith, in character, and
in good works. The Bible promises that “the righteous will flourish like a palm tree,
they will grow like a cedar of Lebanon” (Psalm 92:12). John 15 tells us that, if we
abide in Christ and if Christ abides in us, we will grow into the people God wants
us to be. God helps us grow. What a mighty God we serve!

Let’s Praise God!

Play music videos on the KidsOwn Worship DVD as children arrive. Greet children
by name, and measure each one.

When everyone has arrived, have the children stand.

m Welcome to children’s church! Oh, how | love Jesus! When we
praise Jesus—when we tell others how wonderful he is—we
show how much we love him. We show the world that Jesus is
more important and more wonderful than anyone or anything
else!

Stand on the step stool.
m Jesus is Lord of my life. I lift him high right now.

Invite children to take turns standing on the step stool and praising Jesus to
lift him high. Stand next to the step stool to help children step on and off safely.

m Now let’s lift him high in song. Let’s sing “l Have a Friend.”

D Sing “I Have a Friend.”

m Another way to lift Jesus high is to love other people the way
Jesus would love them. When we show Jesus’ love to others, it's
like shining a light in the darkness. People see how much Jesus
cares for them, and they learn to love him, too. Let’s praise
Jesus for lighting up the world with his love. Let’s sing “Light of
the World.”

l) Sing “Light of the World.’
Consider having actors act out the following story as you tell it. Or bring in a
houseplant with some dead leaves and trim the plant as you talk.

m Listen while I tell you a story from the Bible.

There was once a beautiful vine. It produced sweet, wonderful
fruit. A wise gardener tended the vine. He cared for it lovingly.
Some of the branches of the vine were dry and withered. They
didn’t produce any fruit at all. The gardener knew that those
dry, withered branches were not good for the vine because they
pulled energy away from the healthy branches. So the wise
gardener cut off the dry, withered branches.

The wise gardener didn’t stop there. He knew that even the
healthy branches of the vine could be better. He trimmed them
and cleaned them so they would bear even more fruit.

The Bible tells us that Jesus is the vine and God is the gardener
that tends the vine. We're like the branches—we're connected
to Jesus—and the fruit we grow is goodness and patience and
kindness. God helps us grow to be like Jesus so that we can love
others with Jesus’ love. He helps us grow the way a gardener
helps the branches of a vine to grow. The Bible says that Jesus is
the vine, God is the gardener, and we are the branches.

m « How does a gardener help the branches of a vine to grow? (By

trimming them; by pulling off the dead leaves.)

m The gardener waters the vine, makes sure it has plenty of
sunlight, keeps bugs away, and prunes it. That means he cuts off
the dead branches so healthy branches can grow.

The vine helps the branches grow by sending water and food

to each one. Jesus gives us everything we need to grow healthy
and strong, so we can show his love to others.

As we grow to be the people he wants us to be, showing Jesus’
love to others, we bring glory and honor to God. Just as a vine is
the source of water and food for its branches, Jesus is the source

of our joy as he helps us grow! Let’s glorify his name right now
by singing “Are You Going to Praise the Lord?”

m God helps us grow. God fills us with love for others. God gives
us everything we need to be the people he wants us to be. | love
him!

Some days, | have so much to do that | know | won't get it all
done! On those days, | have to choose the most important
things to do. Let’s make a to-do list of our own and decide what
activities are most important.

Have children call out things they might do on an average day. Write their
responses on the chalkboard or on newsprint. Then help the children number all
answers in order of importance.

m It can be hard to choose wisely, but homework is more important
than TV. Going to school is more important than going to a friend’s
house. It’s nice when we have time to do everything we want to do,
but when we don’t have time, we have to choose wisely.

Keeping our priorities straight helps us grow. Jesus gives
everything we need to grow, and he helps our branch of the
vine grow more fruit to glorify God’s name and bring other
people to Jesus. We need to let Jesus lead our lives. Let’s sing a
song to remind us of Jesus’ forgiveness and second chances to
have the right priorities.

D Sing “You Forgive Me."

m God, we love you. You are the greatest of all, and you deserve
all honor and praise. Thank you for helping us grow so we can
show others Jesus’ love and bring more people to you. We want
to grow good fruit for your kingdom because we love you, Lord!
In Jesus’ name, amen.

At this time, have the preschool leader invite the preschoolers to go to
their own room for this section of activities. Tear out the Preschool Activities
page, and give it to the preschool leader.

(Real fruit
grows; you can't eat fake fruit; real fruit is made by God; fake fruit is
plastic.)

« Give an example of how being a Christian is like being a real
piece of fruit. (God makes us grow; we can help other people.)

Bring out the Crystal Growing Tree from the previous activity. It should just be
starting to show the growth of crystals at the ends of the “branches.”

m « Do you notice anything different about the tree now? (It looks
different; there's something new on the branches.)

« Why do you think it took a while for the tree to start growing?
(Growing things takes time; maybe it grows slower without
sunshine.)

« How is the way the tree grew like the way a Christian grows?
Why? (Christians need time, too, to learn about God; the tree
needed help to grow, and so do Christians.)

« The tree needed water to grow. What do Christians need to
help them grow? (Help from God; help from other people; the
Bible.)

« In what ways is God helping you grow? (I'm learning more about
God in Sunday school; | read about God in the Bible, and that helps
me grow.)

m God helps us grow in all kinds of ways. And just like this tree, we
grow little by little every day. Sometimes we don’t even notice
because it happens so slowly. But God promises us that he will
help us grow until we're exactly what he wants us to be.

Set the tree aside again to bring out during the prayer time.

Fruit of the Spirit

m The Bible tells us that Christians grow just like flowers or fruit
in a garden. Galatians 5:22-23 tells us what grows in us: “But
the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness,
goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self-control. Against
such things there is no law.” God’s Spirit in our lives grows all
these good things. Let’s learn more about the fruit of the Spirit.

Have kids form nine groups—it’s OK if only one child is in each group. Give
each group a square of butcher paper, and provide several dictionaries.

Assign one fruit of the Spirit—love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness,
faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control—to each group. If you have fewer than
nine children, have the children take more than one fruit each. Have each group
look up the definition of its word. Then have the children design trees for their
fruit. The designs should include the group’s word and its definition. Encourage
kids to use their imaginations as they design trees that characterize the fruit of
God’s Spirit. Display the trees around the room.

Have the children sit near their trees. Ask each group to tell an act that might
grow from its tree and one that could never grow on their tree.

m Just as plums grow only on plum trees and apples grow only on
apple trees, the trees you designed bear fruit of their own kind.

m « What does that tell you about your actions if God is growing
the fruits of the Spirit in you? (We will only bear fruit that looks
like God; we'll become more like Jesus.)

m God helps us grow in these characteristics just as surely as he
helps our physical bodies grow. When we are nourished by
him, kindness, love, gentleness, peace, and all the other “fruit”
are the things we can show to others. Those things honor and
glorify God, our gardener.

Let’s Pray!
