3The wine supply ran
out during the festivities, so Jesus’ mother told
him, “They have no more wine.”

4 “Dear woman, that’s not our problem,” Jesus
replied. “My time has not yet come.”

5 But his mother told the servants, “Do what-
ever he tells you.”



6Standing nearby were six stone water jars,
used for Jewish ceremonial washing. Each could
hold twenty to thirty gallons. 7Jesus told the ser-
vants, “Fill the jars with water.” When the jars
had been filled, 8he said, “Now dip some out,and
take it to the master of ceremonies.” So the ser-
vants followed his instructions.

9When the master of ceremonies tasted the
water that was now wine, not knowing where it
had come from (though, of course, the servants
knew), he called the bridegroom over. 19“A host
always serves the best wine first,” he said. “Then,
when everyone has had a lot to drink, he brings
out the less expensive wine. But you have kept
the best until now!”

1This miraculous sign at Cana in Galilee was
the first time Jesus revealed his glory. And his
disciples believed in him.

12 After the wedding he went to Capernaum
for a few days with his mother, his brothers, and
his disciples.

Jesus Clears the Temple
13t was nearly time for the Jewish Passover cele-
bration, so Jesus went to Jerusalem. 4In the
Temple area he saw merchants selling cattle,
sheep, and doves for sacrifices; he also saw deal-
ers at tables exchanging foreign money. 15Jesus
made a whip from some ropes and chased them
all out of the Temple. He drove out the sheep and
cattle, scattered the money changers’ coins over
the floor, and turned over their tables. 16Then,
going over to the people who sold doves, he told
them, “Get these things out of here. Stop turning
my Father’s house into a marketplace!”

17Then his disciples remembered this proph-
ecy from the Scriptures: “Passion for God’s house
will consume me.”

18But the Jewish leaders demanded, “What
are you doing? If God gave you authority to do
this, show us a miraculous sign to prove it.”

19°All right,” Jesus replied. “Destroy this tem-
ple, and in three days I will raise it up.”

6Jacob’s well was there; and Jesus, tired
from the long walk, sat wearily beside the well
about noontime. 7Soon a Samaritan woman
came to draw water, and Jesus said to her, “Please
give me a drink.” 8He was alone at the time be-
cause his disciples had gone into the village to
buy some food.

9The woman was surprised, for Jews refuse to
have anything to do with Samaritans. She said
to Jesus, “You are a Jew, and I am a Samaritan
woman. Why are you asking me for a drink?”

10Jesus replied, “If you only knew the gift God
has for you and who you are speaking to, you
would ask me,and Iwould give you living water.”

1“But sir, you don't have a rope or a bucket,”
she said, “and this well is very deep. Where
would you get this living water? 12And besides,
do you think you're greater than our ancestor
Jacob, who gave us this well? How can you offer
better water than he and his sons and his ani-
mals enjoyed?”

13Jesus replied, “Anyone who drinks this water
will soon become thirsty again. 14But those who
drink the water I give will never be thirsty again.
It becomes a fresh, bubbling spring within them,
giving them eternal life.”

Openly at the Temple
10But after his brothers left for the festival, Jesus
also went, though secretly, staying out of public
view. 1"The Jewish leaders tried to find him at
the festival and kept asking if anyone had seen
him. 12There was a lot of grumbling about him
among the crowds. Some argued, “He’s a good
man,” but others said, “He’s nothing but a fraud
who deceives the people.” 13But no one had the
courage to speak favorably about him in public,
for they were afraid of getting in trouble with the
Jewish leaders.

14Then, midway through the festival, Jesus
went up to the Temple and began to teach. 15The
people were surprised when they heard him.

16S0 Jesus told them, “My message is not my
own; it comes from God who sent me. 17Anyone
who wants to do the will of God will know
whether my teaching is from God or is merely my
own. 18Those who speak for themselves want
glory only for themselves, but a person who seeks
to honor the one who sent him speaks truth, not
lies. 1"Moses gave you the law, but none of you
obeys it! In fact, you are trying to kill me.”

20The crowd replied, “You're demon pos-
sessed! Who's trying to kill you?”

22But you work on
the Sabbath, too, when you obey Moses’ law of
circumcision.

"Then
he said, “Our friend Lazarus has fallen asleep, but
now I will go and wake him up.”

12Thedisciples said, “Lord, if he is sleeping, he
will soon get better!” 13They thought Jesus
meant Lazarus was simply sleeping, but Jesus
meant Lazarus had died.

1480 he told them plainly, “Lazarus is dead.
15And for your sakes, I'm glad I wasn't there, for
now you will really believe. Come, let’s go see
him.”

16Thomas, nicknamed the Twin, said to his
fellow disciples, “Let’s go, too—and die with
Jesus.”

17When Jesus arrived at Bethany, he was told
that Lazarus had already been in his grave for
four days. 18Bethany was only a few miles down
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the road from Jerusalem, and many of the peo-
ple had come to console Martha and Mary in
their loss. 20When Martha got word that Jesus
was coming, she went to meet him. But Mary
stayed in the house. 21Martha said to Jesus,
“Lord, if only you had been here, my brother
would not have died. 22But even now I know that
God will give you whatever you ask.”

23]esus told her, “Your brother will rise
again.”

24"Yes,” Martha said, “he will rise when every-
one else rises, at the last day.”

25Jesus told her, *“l am the resur-
rection and the life. Anyone who be-
lieves in me will live, even after
dying. 26Everyone who lives in me and be-
lieves in me will never ever die. Do you believe
this, Martha?”

32ZWhen Mary arrived and saw Jesus, she
fell at his feet and said, “Lord, if only you had
been here, my brother would not have died.”

33When Jesus saw her weeping and saw the
other people wailing with her, a deep anger
welled up within him, and he was deeply trou-
bled.

But its death
will produce many new kernels—a plentiful har-
vest of new lives. 25Those who love their life in
this world will lose it. Those who care nothing for
their life in this world will keep it for eternity.
26 Anyone who wants to serve me must follow me,
because my servants must be where I am. And the
Father will honor anyone who serves me.

27“Now my soul is deeply troubled. Should I
pray, ‘Father, save me from this hour’? But this is
the very reason I came!

1280 the soldiers, their commanding officer,
and the Temple guards arrested Jesus and tied
him up.

4Caiaphas was the one who
had told the other Jewish leaders, “It's better
that one man should die for the people.”

Peter’s First Denial
15Simon Peter followed Jesus, as did another of
the disciples. That other disciple was acquainted
with the high priest, so he was allowed to enter
the high priest’s courtyard with Jesus. 16Peter
had to stay outside the gate. Then the disciple
who knew the high priest spoke to the woman
watching at the gate, and she let Peter in. 17The
woman asked Peter, “ You're not one of that man’s
disciples, are you?”

“No,” he said, “I am not.”

18Because it was cold, the household servants
and the guards had made a charcoal fire. They
stood around it, warming themselves, and Peter
stood with them, warming himself.

The High Priest Questions Jesus
9Inside, the high priest began asking Jesus
about his followers and what he had been teach-
ing them. 20Jesus replied, “Everyone knows what
I teach. I have preached regularly in the syna-
gogues and the Temple, where the people gather.
T'have not spoken in secret. 2?Why are you asking
me this question? Ask those who heard me. They
know what I said.”

22Then one of the Temple guards standing
nearby slapped Jesus across the face.

Jesus’ Trial before Pilate

28]Jesus’ trial before Caiaphas ended in the early
hours of the morning. Then he was taken to the
headquarters of the Roman governor. His accus-
ersdidn’t go inside because it would defile them,
and they wouldn't be allowed to celebrate the
Passover. 29So Pilate, the governor, went out to
them and asked, “What is your charge against
this man?”

30“We wouldn't have handed him over to you
if he weren't a criminal!” they retorted.

31“Then take him away and judge him by your
own law,” Pilate told them.

“Only the Romans are permitted to execute
someone,” the Jewish leaders replied. 32(This
fulfilled Jesus’ prediction about the way he
would die.)

33Then Pilate went back into his headquarters
and called for Jesus to be brought to him. “Are
you the king of the Jews?” he asked him.

34Jesus replied, “Is this your own question, or
did others tell you about me?”

35"AmIaJew?” Pilate retorted. “ Your own peo-
ple and their leading priests brought you to me
for trial. Why? What have you done?”

36Jesus answered, “My Kingdom is not an
earthly kingdom. If it were, my followers would
fight to keep me from being handed over to the
Jewish leaders. But my Kingdom is not of this
world.”

37Pilate said, “So you are a king?”

Jesus responded, “You say I am a king.
Actually, I was born and came into the world to
testify to the truth. All who love the truth recog-
nize that what I say is true.”

38“What is truth?” Pilate asked. Then he went
out again to the people and told them, “He is not
guilty of any crime. 39But you have a custom of
asking me to release one prisoner each year at
Passover. Would you like me to release this ‘King
of the Jews™?”

40But they shouted back, “No! Not this man.
We want Barabbas!” (Barabbas was a revolution-
ary)

CHAPTER ]9

Jesus Sentenced to Death

Then Pilate had Jesus flogged with a lead-tipped
whip. 2The soldiers wove a crown of thorns and

put it on his head, and they put a purple robe on
him. 3“Hail! King of the Jews!” they mocked, as
they slapped him across the face.

4Pilate went outside again and said to the peo-
ple, “Tam going to bring him out to you now, but
understand clearly that I find him not guilty.”
5Then Jesus came out wearing the crown of
thorns and the purple robe. And Pilate said,
“Look, here is the man!”

6When they saw him, the leading priests and
Temple guards began shouting, “Crucify him!
Crucify him!”

“Take him yourselves and crucify him,” Pilate
said. “I find him not guilty.”

7The Jewish leaders replied, “By our law he
ought to die because he called himself the Son of
God.”

8When Pilate heard this, he was more fright-
ened than ever. He took Jesus back into the
headquarters again and asked him, “Where are
you from?” But Jesus gave no answer. 19“Why
don’t you talk to me?” Pilate demanded. “Don't
you realize that I have the power to release you
or crucify you?”

11Then Jesus said, “You would have no power
over me at all unless it were given to you from
above. So the one who handed me over to you
has the greater sin.”

12Then Pilate tried to release him, but the Jew-
ish leaders shouted, “If you release this man, you
are no ‘friend of Caesar.” Anyone who declares
himself a king is a rebel against Caesar.”

13When they said this, Pilate brought Jesus
out to them again. Then Pilate sat down on the
judgment seat on the platform that is called the
Stone Pavement (in Hebrew, Gabbatha). 141t was
now about noon on the day of preparation for the
Passover. And Pilate said to the people, “Look,
here is your king!”

15"Away with him,” they yelled. “Away with him!
Crucify him!”

“What? Crucify your king?” Pilate asked.

“We have no king but Caesar,” the leading
priests shouted back.

16 Then Pilate turned Jesus over to them to be
crucified.

The Crucifixion

So they took Jesus away. 7Carrying the cross by
himself, he went to the place called Place of the
Skull (in Hebrew, Golgotha). 18There they nailed
him to the cross. Two others were crucified with
him, one on either side, with Jesus between them.
19And Pilate posted a sign on the cross that read,
“Jesus of Nazareth, the King of the Jews.” 20The
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place where Jesus was crucified was near the city,
and the sign was written in Hebrew, Latin, and
Greek, so that many people could read it.

21Then the leading priests objected and said
to Pilate, “Change it from ‘The King of the Jews’
to ‘He said, I am King of the Jews."”

22pjlate replied, “No, what I have written, I
have written.”

23When the soldiers had crucified Jesus, they
divided his clothes among the four of them. They
also took his robe, but it was seamless, woven in
one piece from top to bottom. 24So they said,
“Rather than tearing it apart, let’s throw dice for
it.” This fulfilled the Scripture that says, “They di-
vided my garments among themselves and threw
dice for my clothing.” So that is what they did.

25Standing near the cross were Jesus’ mother,
and his mother’s sister, Mary (the wife of Clopas),
and Mary Magdalene. 26When Jesus saw his
mother standing there beside the disciple he
loved, he said to her, “Dear woman, here is your
son.” 27 And he said to this disciple, “Here is your
mother.” And from then on this disciple took her
into his home.

The Death of Jesus

28]Jesus knew that his mission was now finished,
and to fulfill Scripture he said, “I am thirsty.” 29A
jar of sour wine was sitting there, so they soaked
asponge init, putit on a hyssop branch, and held
it up to his lips. 30When Jesus had tasted it, he
said, “Itis finished!” Then he bowed his head and
released his spirit.

31]t was the day of preparation, and the Jewish
leaders didn’t want the bodies hanging there the
next day, which was the Sabbath (and a very spe-
cial Sabbath, because it was the Passover). So they
asked Pilate to hasten their deaths by ordering
that their legs be broken. Then their bodies could
be taken down. 32So the soldiers came and broke
the legs of the two men crucified with Jesus.
33But when they came to Jesus, they saw that he
was already dead, so they didn't break his legs.
340ne of the soldiers, however, pierced his side
with a spear, and immediately blood and water
flowed out. 35(This report is from an eyewitness
giving an accurate account. He speaks the truth
so that you also may continue to believe.) 36 These
things happened in fulfillment of the Scriptures
that say, “Not one of his bones will be broken,”
37and “They will look on the one they pierced.”

The Burial of Jesus
38 Afterward Joseph of Arimathea, who had been
a secret disciple of Jesus (because he feared the

Jewish leaders), asked Pilate for permission to
take down Jesus’ body. When Pilate gave per-
mission, Joseph came and took the body away.
39With him came Nicodemus, the man who
had come to Jesus at night. He brought about
seventy-five pounds of perfumed ointment
made from myrrh and aloes. 4°Following Jewish
burial custom, they wrapped Jesus’ body with the
spices in long sheets of linen cloth. 4 The place
of crucifixion was near a garden, where there
was anew tomb, never used before. 42And so, be-
cause it was the day of preparation for the Jewish
Passover and since the tomb was close at hand,
they laid Jesus there.
